Scene 6:

The Other House…:
Cast:  Koraline, Other Mum, Cat, Other Dad,  The Other Teacher
Setting:  The Other house  

Props: Door, table, food, snow globes, boxes, chicken, cupcakes
Koraline emerges through the same door and into what looks like the same room, apart some odd differences.
Narrator:  Koraline steps out through the same little door, into           what looks to her like the EXACT SAME LIVING ROOM she just left,          only something is different -- it feels deeper, more…… dimensional.         From across the hall, warm light comes from the kitchen and the smell of delicious food wafts towards her nose.

Koraline: Hmmmmmm. That doesn’t smell like super noodles.

Cat:  You’re not wrong there..

Koraline:  You spoke…. Oh my goodness you spoke.

Cat:  I spoke… 

Koraline: Cats can’t speak.

Cat:  Well, you’re clearly an expert on these things.(sarcastically).  And I’m just a useless cat… remember
Koraline:  Oh… I am sorry I called you that earlier.  I really am.

Mum:  In here dear,  supper is ready! 

Koraline:  Who’s that?
Cat:  Be careful… she’s not what you think.  

Koraline:   But it sounds like mum… only happier..

(Koraline goes into the kitchen)
Koraline:  Mum?  What are you doing here in the middle of the night?
Mum:  (She turns around… beaming, but has buttons for eyes)
You’re just in time for supper dear!

Koraline: You’re not my mother!  My mother doesn’t have b…b…b..

(points to one eye)

Mum: b-b-b-buttons.. Do you like them?

I’m your other mother silly.. Now go tell your other father that supper’s ready.

Dad:  (bright and fun, wearing comedy glasses and moustache, and blowing a party blower)
That’s ok my honey bunch.. I’m here already.   How’s my wonderful daughter?
Koraline:  Dad?  Don’t you have work to do?

Dad:  Ahhh yes… work… you mean inventing new games to play with my imaginative, funny, intelligent Koraline..  What about hide and seek?

Mum:  Now now … supper first you two scallywags.

Dad:  Hmmmmm.. you’re just the best cook Mel..  try some dear

(He hands a chicken leg to Koraline)

Koraline:  (She tries it)   This chicken is beautiful.. not like you usually make.. I mean mum usually makes.
Mum:  That’s because things here are different.. just - like - you’ve  - wished  -for.

Dad:   Try the cupcakes… they taste like rainbows on your tongue.

(Koraline tries one and is wide eyed)

Koraline: Hmmmmmm.  I’m really thirsty.

Mum:  Here’s your mango milkshake..

Koraline:  But how did you know I was wishing for that?
Mum:  I’m your other mother silly… We’ve been waiting for you.

Dad:  Yep… wasn’t the same without you kiddo…

Koraline:  I didn’t know I had another mother.

Mum:  Of course… (giggling)  Everyone does silly.  Now who’s for a game?

Koraline:  Like hide and seek (excitedly)
Mum:  Perfect.  Hide and seek in the rain.  

Koraline:  But it’s…. not raining.

(The other mother looks up and clicks both fingers and it starts to pour on the roof)

Mum: Rain makes mud and mud makes FUN!

Koraline:  But how did you know….?  (Feeling uneasy…)   I’d love to play but I need to get home to my other mother.

Mum: But I’m your other mother silly billy (Big cheesy smiles).
Koraline:  I mean my other other mother….  I think I need to go to bed.

Dad:  Stay a while.. see how you feel.. you’ll love it here poppet 
Everything’s different, just what you wanted.  Mother is so wonderful… to everyone.

Mum: Yes dear... have a look around, why not list everything… new.

Koraline:  Ok…. It does seem… different here…  the food it great and there’s time for games.

Dad: That’s my girl.

Mum:  We’ll meet you at the door.. I’m sure you’ll change your mind.
